Walking at night

The days are shorter and
it is dark much, much
earlier. Residents are still
getting out going for walks
so we are asking the
public to think of safety
while doing so. When you
wear dark clothes while
walking in the evening
light or darkness you are
very hard to see. Please
ensure you wear some
sort of reflective clothing
so vehicles can see you |
in the duller evening light
or snowy/overcast days.

Drivers may not see you
and we do not want an
accident to happen.

Main Street has a solid
center line and people
driving vehicles are not to
cross that middle line. We
have noticed there has
been an increase in the
amount of people doing
just that. Please do not
cross the middle line to
park on the other side.
Please go the end of the
street and turn around so
you are on the side of the
road you wish to be. This
may avoid any tickets you
might receive if caught.

Tree pick-up
